WHEREAS, this conduct resulted in hundreds of thousands of dollars in
overcharges to Greene County and other counties’ Medicaid budgets; and

WHEREAS, the lawsuit alleged violations of federal and state Medicaid Law,
Medicaid and Common Law Fraud, breach of contract, unfair and deceptive trade
practices and unjust enrichment; and

WHEREAS, Mylan has offered to settle Greene County’s claim for the sum of
$6,462.08; and

WHEREAS, Organon has offered to settle Greene County’s claim for the sum
of $18.28; and

WHEREAS, Watson has offered to settle Greene County’s claim for the sum of
$4,498.52; and

sum of $411.99 (from $406.10); and

Alan, . ’
I hope things are going weil with you. Thank you for your timely submission &f the County Interlock Plan.

In reviewing the County Plan we had a couple observations and questions.

Question 6) The answer jndicates that for the first year Probation will asslgn waiver cases to vendors on a rotating
basis, and that manufacturer assignments in subsequent years will proceed based on the percentage of each
manufacturer’s gross receipts of the prior year. While the plan has addressed distribution of waiver cases in a equitabl
and proportionate manner, we are concerned that waiting a year for any adjustment in distribution could have an
adverse impact on the manufacturers ability/willingness to conduct business In New York. We would like consideration
of a distribution strategy that adjusts on a more real-time basls.

Question 8c) It s true that other states often do not accept I‘nter'state trangfers of misdemeanants and that there is
no provision for the transfer of conditional discharges. However, these cases do not prohibit the sentencing court from
ordering Installation of an interlock device and the Plan must address how th& monitors will be advised of these cases.
The sentencing court wil! retain jurisdiction in both circumstances — refused interstate cases may require the offender t
report to a service provider in New York, and Conditional Discharge cases may fequire the monitor to “transfer” device
servicing to another county.

Question 8d) We recommend the use of VINE, when persons are incarceratéd, as a further means of ensuring that tk
monitors are notified of Impending release. ‘ i

{ ask that you send me an e-mail addendum to the plan you aiready submitted (does not require formal county approvi
again) that addresses the items mentioned above as soon as you can. Once réteived and reviewed we will likely send-

out a letter approving your plan.

Walt,
Sorry for the delay in responding, but the other members of the committee that worked on the plan have

been slow to respond when I forwarded your comments.

Regarding questian 6, our feeling is that the overall numbers here will be low enough so that there won
be a significant impact, therefore, we went with a one year timeline. Judging from the 2008 DWI conviction
stats sent by DPCA on 6/9/10, we only had 87 convictions for the whole county. Using the presumed 10%
unaffordability rate, that would be less than 9 per year that would be given out by manufacturers, or less than |
per month. Given those numbers, it wouldn’t appear practical to have to bother to worry about it on a “real

time” basis.

Regarding question 8c, I agree that the law prov131ons require the imposition of the device regardless of
sentence, therefore, the transfer reference isn’t necessarily applicable. So, the answer to this will be the same as
in 8a, “ the respective court clerks will advise the probation department or STOP-DWTI as to a probation
sentence or conditional (typo corrected from condtional in original plan submission) discharge, respectively,
utilizing a form approved by the committee. Prior to the date of effect of the law, the STOP-DW1I coordinator
will advise the courts of their responsibilities under the law.” Because of the problems we have incurred with
atternpting to transfer misdemeanor out-of-state DWI offenders, I believe that the disposition of cases involvin;
those types of defendants will not involve probation.

Regarding question 8d, the sheriff had some questions as to the potential liability on his staff if
notifications weren’t made, and if VINE would increase the CO’s work load. However, after dlscussmg the
VINE program with former state probation director Ed Wutzer, who’s now with the state sheriff’s association,
don’t think it should be a problem. Therefore, we shall utilize the VINE network, in addition to any reference
made on the commitment order.

On November 18, 2009, Governor David A. Paterson signed into law the Child Passenger
Protection Act or Chapter 496 of the Laws 0f 2009, referred to as “Leandra’s Law". As you are
aware, this important new law will help reduce drunken driving in New York State and promote
traffic and community safety. “Leandra’s Law” charged the NYS Division of Probation and
Correctional Alternatives with the responsibility to promulgate regulations governing the
monitoring of compliance by persons ordered to install and maintain ignition interlock devices
on vehicles they own or operate. These regulations were promulgated as emergengy regulations
on April 23,2010. Section 358.4 of these regulations requires that every County establish an
ignition interlock program plan with respect to usage of ignition interlock devices and
monitoring the compliance of an operalor subject to installation of an ignitien interlock device as
directed by the sentencing court.

In order to facilitate this process, the Office of Probation and Correctional Altematives (OPCA)
prepared a simple plan document, which was largely prescriptive in format to ease preparation
and submission. OPCA has received your plan and very much appreciatcs its timely submission.
We have carefully reviewed and hereby approve your plan. I would like to take this opportunity
to compliment you on its thoroughness, the extensive level of cooperation you received in its
preparation, and your planned outreach to local courts. Your plan indicates that Greene County
will be well-positioned to implement the new law on August 15",

) would like to take this opportunity to make a few observations regarding the new statewide
ignition interlock initiative and the newly promulgated regulations. Inn the process of crafting the
new regulations the workgroup learned that first time offenders have a relatively low recidivism
rate and are not likely to nced the higher levels of technology and scrutmy offered by Class Il
devices. Additionally, there was a lot of feedback from counties concerning the cost of the
devices and what they perceived would be high rates of “unaffordability”. Given these factors
the workgroup crafled regulations that allow for different levels of devices with different levels

of costs so thal monitocs can match risk with appropriate devices. Higher risk cascs can receive
higher Class devices and lower risk cases can receive lower Class devices. The selection of all
Class i1 devices for both probation and conditional discharge cases could inflate the cost to
operators and increasc the number of waiveis granted by the court due to the increased cost of
the devices, without providing the commensurate increase in public safety. As counties move
forward with the implementation ol the interlock initiative, OPCA recommends that the monitors
of both the probation and conditional discharge cases be allowed the flexibility to choose the
Class of device for ench operalor so they can align the risk of the operator with the appropriate
level of device. ’

OPCA loocks forward to our continued work together as we Implement this new public safety
measure.
