RESOLUTION IN OPPOSITION TO THE '
SALE OF WINE IN GROCERY STORES

Legislator Martinez offered the following resolution
and moved its adoption:

“WHEREAS, Resolution No. 60-09, adopted by the Greene County Legislauue
.on February 18, 2009 opposed the sale of wine in grocery stores; and

WHEREAS, this issue has again resurfaced; and-

WHEREAS, one aspect of Governor Paterson’s proposed 2010-2011 New
York State budget would allow for the sale of wine in grocery stores and other

outlets where beer is presently sold; and

WHEREAS, while the members of the Greene County Legislature value the
role that grocery stores play in our communities, we are concerned that this
proposal will lead to many small businesses closing their doors and the loss of
resulting jobs; these businesses play a vital role in our neighborhoods by
sponsoring community events and donating to local charities in addition to
providing jobs for many people; we believe this proposal would eliminate jobs
instead of creating new one, since it will only require existing grocery store
employees to stack store shelves with a different product; and

WHEREAS, we oppose the proposal to legalize the sale of wine at grocery
stores, as this would force many small businesses to close their doors, having a
devastating effect on their livelihood, as well as on our economy; and

WHEREAS, we also believe that this proposal will hurt New York State
wineries by eliminating the small businesses that support their products; we believe
grocery stores will have limited shelf space available for wine sales and therefore
will only feature the most well-known brands; and

WHEREAS, in addition, we are convinced that if wines were made available
at grocery stores, teenagers would have much greater access to alcohol; In Florida,
California and Texas, where wine is sold everywhere, the rate of alcohol related
fatalities is more than double that of New York State, and triple for those under age
21; this is because New York has independently owned licensees, legally
responsible for preventing youth from purchasing alcohol; and

WHEREAS, it's unfathomable why New York State would support putting
thousands more New Yorkers out of work and at the same time, create an
environment that would increase teenage alcohol fatalities; .

NOW, THEREFORE, we, the members of the Greene County Legislature
wish to go on record as being opposed to this proposal and we urge our State
representative to act immediately to stop this proposal and keep New York's small
businesses, jobs and teenagers out of harm's way.
